Beez attended Basic training in 

San Diego and then went to Camp Pendleton to com-

plete training before being sent to Vietnam where he 

did 2 tours. 

His most memorable moments in the service include 

his time as a òtunnel rat.ó  Beez did this dangerous job 

for 18 months.  Tunnel Rats crawl through tunnels and 

shoot at anything that moves, but itõs extremely dan-

gerous as you donõt know what is ahead of or behind 

you. He also built bridges and then blew them up after 

his troop and all their equipment had crossed.  

After his service to the country, he worked as a paint-

er and wallpaper hanger, as well as heavy equipment 

operation. 

Beez has one son from a previous marriage and is cur-

rently married to Jeannie.
